What happens after an amazing, clear moment?
BneiYisrael heard Hashem's voice at Har Sinai.
Doing the right thing should have felt obvious and
easy after that, right?

PART 1: AVERY FAST FALL!
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Right after Har Sinai, when everything was so
clear...B'nei Yisrael made the Golden Calf.

DISCUSSION

» How could they mess up so guickly after
such a powerful moment?

» Do you think they already forgot what it
was like when Hashem spoke with them
all at Har Sinaif!

» You felt really inspired (camp, a shiur, a
special moment)

PART 2: WHEN MOSHE BREAKS THE nmim®>
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Moshe sees the Golden Calf. .. and smashes
the Luchot!
Now let's take a look at how Hashem feels
regarding Moshe’s decision. ..
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Hashem says to Moshe: “Yasher koach for
breaking them!”
» Wait,.. What?! Why would Hashem
agree with Moshe's decision to break the
Luchot?

PART 3: NOT IN HEAVEN “xon nmara RS”
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The Torah is NOT in heaven!
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Rabbi Eliezer tries to prove he's
right with open miracles — even a voice
from Heaven says that he is correct! Rabbi
Yehoshua responds: “sen oraga 85" - [The
Torah] is not in Heaven, rather it is our
responsibility to decide the Halacha.
» Think About This: Even when a Heavenly
voice speaks... we don't follow it?!

DISCUSSION
» Why doesn't a miracle decide the answer?
» RabbiYehoshua responded that the

BIG IDEA

Hashem gave us the Torah and trusts us
to learn it, think about it, and apply it.
That’s a BIG responsibility! Hashem gives
us this responsibility because He wants
us to work hard to understand, further
develop, and apply the Torah to our lives.
He believes we can do it and we have to
believe in ourselves as well!

WRAPUP

Shawuot is not only about hearing

Hashem speak ance. It is about

something even harder:

» Keeping going even once inspiration
fades (as we learned in Part 1)

» Learning from our mistakes (as we
learned in Part 2)

» Believe in our ability to work hard and
succeed in our efforts to understand
the Torah (as we learned in Part 3)

Maybe the greatest part of Har Sinai

isn't what happened there, but what we

continue to do after the experience ends...
